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Sports Programmes
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Napier Boys’ remains one of the nation’s leading rugby 
nurseries, producing numerous international players. 
The schoolwide rugby philosophy is, ‘better young men 
make better rugby players’.

Under the direction of a former NZ Rugby and 
Heineken Cup coach, the programme runs throughout 
the year. The main rugby season is May through August. 
International students can play rugby at any level. Some 
have never played before, but for others it is a pathway 
to higher honours.

Packages are tailor-made to suit individuals or groups, 
short or long-term stay. Combinations include weekly 
training and games with a school team through 
specialised technical, tactical, strength and conditioning, 
mental skills, nutrition and leadership sessions.

 
Whatever your level, golf is an extremely popular and 
cheap option for international students. Our proximity 
- 10 minutes from the school campus - to the Maraenui 
Golf Club makes golfing easy. Students play for the club 
and school. The school team, consistently ranked in the 
country’s top ten, plays local inter-school, Super 8 and 
national division fixtures. Beginners take advantage of 
specialist training at school during lunch and at the club. 
Coaching is provided by a qualified AAA Class NZPGA 
TPI and Junior TPI specialist.

Short-stay packages for small groups are arranged on 
request. This can involve a combination of golf, aspects 
of +PLUS and ESOL or regular classes. We can even 
add golf tours, visiting cities and courses across New 
Zealand.  But nothing beats playing the local Cape
